BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. Arkansas Code § 7-7-203(c)(l), concerning dates under
election law, is amended to read as follows:

(c)(l) The party filing period shall be a one-week period beginning
and ending on the following dates and times:

(A) For years in which the office of Governor will appear
on the ballot at the general election, beginning at 12:00 noon one (1) week
prior to the first day in March and ending at 12:00 noon on the f£irst second
day in March; and

(B) For years in which the office of President of the

United States will appear on the ballot at the general election, beginning at
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12:00 noon on the first Monday in November preceding the general primary

election and ending at 12:00 noon on the sewventh eighth day thereafter.

SECTION 2. Arkansas Code § 7-7-205(a)(2), concerning petition
requirements for new political parties, is amended to read as follows:
