   SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code Title 5, Chapter 64, Subchapter 5 is amended 27 

to add an additional section to read as follows: 28 

 5-64-510.  Methamphetamine-contaminated motor vehicles. 29 

 (a)  As used in this section, “methamphetamine-contaminated motor 30 

vehicle” means a motor vehicle that has been forfeited under § 5-64-505 in 31 

which methamphetamine was manufactured as determined by a law enforcement 32 

agency or a prosecuting attorney who has possession of the motor vehicle.  33 

 (b)  A law enforcement agency or a prosecuting attorney who has 34 

possession of a methamphetamine-contaminated motor vehicle shall destroy or 35 
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sell for scrap metal the methamphetamine-contaminated motor vehicle.     1
